How our leadership works. 

The ADPC Steering Committee determines our purpose and 

guiding principles by consensus, setting our specific agenda, 

goals, and objectives. The founding members of the Steering 

Committee include the National Association of Chain Drug 

Stores, Pfizer, and Walgreens. All ADPC members can advise 

and provide input, and no single member has a veto. The 

Steering committee meets via conference call biweekly to 

discuss agendas, goals, outreach, and next steps. The full 

coalition meet in person quarterly. Supporting members are 

provided periodic updates on and invited to participate in 

coalition work in states.
